It should consist of an abstract, introduction clearly stating the research question and why it is important. Then if you use a data based analysis, describe the data and a basic model learned in class to answer your research question using these data. Interpretation of the results stating whether you reject the null hypotheses derived from the model and conclusions.

If the project is not data based, 
It should consist of an abstract, introduction clearly stating the research question and why it is important.  explain the way you would go about testing your stated research question. What would be the ideal data. How would you test your hypothesis as stated int eh research question.

If the paper is summarizing research rejecting an hypothesis and accompanying contradicting research , then you should 
describe both approaches as described above: abstract, introduction clearly stating the research question and why it is important. Then if you use a data based analysis someone else did, describe their data and their basic model. Interpretation of their results stating whether you reject the null hypotheses derived from the model and conclusions. Whether you were more convinced from one approach or the alternative approach should conclude your project.

Some projects may be a good literature review on a topic.

Other type of projects may be a description of an industry using tools learned in class.
